Prince William – A date with destiny

An astrological profile:

Romance
One of the major planetary patterns in this young man’s chart is called a Yod, also known as the “finger of God”.  This suggests that Prince William has a very special mission to fulfil in his lifetime.  The focal point of this planetary combination is Venus, the planet of love.  Within and through his most intimate personal  relationships he will find this true destiny.  

Venus and Pluto in such a difficult aspect together do not make for easy relationships.  There is often a stormy element to the romance and jealousy can be one factor that is of concern.  His emotions and sexual urges will draw him towards women who seem to him that he just can’t resist.  He will seek to know and experience everything it means to be totally consumed by his passionate nature and embrace the feeling of love and hunger for someone until it is almost too painful to continue.

He will not accept, love, attract or be attracted to just any ordinary person.  The object of his affections will be fascinating, intriguing, intense and with a compelling and magnetic affect on him.  

He may feel he is hypnotised in her presence.  The intensity of his love nature, which is very sensual by Venus being in her own sign of Taurus, may overwhelm not only him, but his chosen partner as well.  It will feel to him as though he is under a magic spell and cannot escape until he learns all that he needs to know about the heights and depths of the feeling of love.  

There is often a very ‘fated’ connection with his loved ones and a sense of something beyond his comprehension that has brought them together to fulfil whatever it is the Universe has to teach them.  People are transformed by their love experiences when this aspect is found in the natal chart.  

He may have seen from both of his parents experience that love should be everything and that he should follow his heart.  

However with the obligation of taking the throne, there may be some situation arise where he has to make a choice between his love life and his role as King of England. 

Obviously this will bring its share of problems for a young man with such expectations of him to be the next heir to the throne, which he may or may not choose to do.  

There are actually so many contrary indications in his chart that he may feel driven to take drastic action if it is called for, as he will be torn in two by the demands of his family and heritage and his desire to know and have love in his life.

To complicate his romantic dalliances even further, he has Venus in a difficult aspect to Neptune, the planet of illusion and all this is not real. 

His imagination may be finely tuned and guide him to his soul-mate, however, he would be inclined to believe it anyway whether she is or is not his special partner. 

Neptune clouds the emotional nature and he may find himself yearning for the unattainable or being disappointed once the fairytale notions of love and romance have lost their gloss and its down to the nitty gritty of living with someone on a daily basis. Coming down to Earth with a thud is typical of this combination. 

He may fall for someone who is totally inappropriate, in terms of what society may expect and though she may be glamorous, appear well presented, there just may be a skeleton in the closet that is not discovered until it is all too late. 

He could marry an actress, singer, musician, poet, dancer or any other occupation that involves the arts or entertainment area. Neptune puts a fog on the judgements so he may be blinded by appearances and false impressions.

He could delude himself that he is in love or be the one who is deceived. Disappointments in love relationships are common under this aspect. 

Venus also opposes Uranus, the planet of rebellion. 

He may unconsciously choose someone whom he knows society will not approve of. There can be love at first sight with this aspect and also romances can end as quickly as they start. There can be a quick changing of partners and sudden letdowns. 

Sometimes he can meet someone under unusual circumstances or a romance may blossom from a long held friendship. However there is no guarantee of a permanent tie. 

He could see someone across a crowded room and fall in love. This aspect is noted for divorce.

The Pluto Saturn conjunction has been known as the aspect of the magician. He is capable of doing anything he sets out to do if he so wishes. 

It is a powerful aspect and as it is in the sign of Libra, he is inclined to be the dominant partner in relationships, which may make it difficult for his wife. She would have to be the kind of person who could tolerate such dominance and accept that this is a unique man in a unique moment in time, one of change and instability.

I strongly suspect that he will have more than one serious romantic alliance in his life and could possibly marry more than once. This is further implied by the sign of Gemini on the cusp of his 7th house of marriage, indicating more than one partner. He could be frivolous in his romantic nature and not even understand himself why he feels the urge to move from one to another. 

His basic urges are to connect to another, almost feeling compelled to do so. His Sun square Mars gives high energy, enthusiasm and a healthy sexual appetite.

In relationships he may seek people who are unattainable or unavailable.  His discontent will arise due to settling for someone for whom there was no challenge in the first place.

How the world will see him.
Venus being the planet of love and in hard aspect to the three heavies of the zodiac implies that his romantic involvements will have a strong impact on his life and the resultant effect may damage his reputation and standing within the community. 

This is borne out of the added fact that he has the sign of Scorpio on the cusp of his tenth house, his Midheaven, and this is how he is seen by the world. 

Pluto being the ruler of this sign and being involved with Venus in this difficult planetary pattern implies he will be seen by the world as being guided more by his romantic life than by his inherited and assigned duties. 

Scorpio is also a sign of secrecy and intrigue, so the world will be fascinated by this young man’s activities and will seek to uncover anything he tries to hide. 

As Mars is also co-ruler of Scorpio and located in Libra, the sign of balance and fairness this may yield a situation where he is at odds with what he wants to do compared to what he should do. 

As this planet is linked closely to inhibitive Saturn and persuasive Pluto, both also in Libra, he may harbour resentment of his duties and find himself seething in silence at various times in his life, feeling unable to express what he really needs.

Neptune conjunct the ascendant shows escapist tendencies and he may lean towards excesses in drugs or alcohol. There is a desire to bury the head in the sand to avoid dealing with the suffering and tragedies of the world as it is just too hard to watch.  

He would be acutely sensitive and sympathetic yet prefer to hide from or ignore the realities of life and its problems.

The Jupiter/Pluto aspect can dramatically affect his personal and private life, which he will fiercely guard. Despite his efforts to conceal his private affairs, the public are always looking for the mud. 

Health

His Sun square Mars gives high energy, enthusiasm and his drive to achieve may see him tempted to work long hours and he will need to learn to take time out to get adequate rest and to recuperate.  

His sense of freedom is strong and he will need to prioritise some of his work commitments and balance this out with time for himself.  

He is inclined to be careless at times which can lead to accidents.

This can be hard on the physical body as he is inclined to have physical ailments involving his heart. 

However as the Sun trine Jupiter aspect generally speaking protects the physical body, he will be unlikely to suffer any major illnesses and have a good constitution.  He is also tall due to Jupiter being the ruler of his Sagittarius ascendant.

Inheritance

The Sun trine Pluto shows his inheritance.  The Sun being ruler of his 8th house and in the sign of Cancer which is the sign of the family and an accumulative sign and trine Pluto, ruler of inheritances shows that the inheritance comes from his family.

Jupiter is also conjunct Pluto and is known for being one of the aspects representing wealth. His inherited wealth allows him the luxury of never having to worry about what us ordinary mortals worry about on a day to day basis.

However, for a man in his position, as heir to the throne of England, he carries the weight of the world on his shoulders and the obligations this entails.
Friends
Uranus is the planet of rebellion and located in his house of friendships, hopes, desires and wishes. As this is in conflict with Venus, the planet of love and harmony, he may choose to ‘break the rules’ and make his own way in life despite what everyone else has in mind for him.  Unfortunately his friends may betray him and leave him bewildered.

With the Sun quincunx Uranus aspect he tends to make sacrifices for others and then feel annoyed with himself for allowing their wants to be placed ahead of his own needs.  Others will tend to impose on him and he must learn how to say no without guilt.  

Goals and beliefs

People will tend to try to convince him that he is the only person for the job.  

If this applies to his wearing the crown, he may feel resentful of his inherited obligations.

He also has another powerful aspect in his chart and this involves the Sun in opposition to Neptune. This Sun/ Neptune aspect shows a lack of direction to his life and confusion at times of his own identity. 

He may struggle with his ideals and beliefs which may be in conflict with traditions and the current times. His quest for meaning in life may lead him into believing in various ideals and philosophies that are at odds with his peers. 

This too can make him feel insecure and/or undeserving of his occupation or role in life and that he doubts his own abilities and talents.

As the Sun squares Mars from the 7th house of the public to Mars in the 9th of philosophies and beliefs he may feel challenged to defend his ideas in the face of objections.

Jupiter conjunct Pluto can be the sign of a gambler.  If he is wise and well advised he could actually make some good investments.  This aspect gives great faith and the desire to achieve what he wants.

The Sun trine Pluto aspect also gives him the capacity to be a born leader if he so chooses, however the Sun is also trine Jupiter and he may not have sufficient drive or desire, preferring instead the easy life.  

He can actually be quite lucky and the Universe will take care of him and supply most of his material needs.  It can also endow great optimism and faith in life.

Jupiter is the highest elevated planet in his chart being only two degrees away from the Midheaven in the 9th house of religion, overseas matters, philosophies and higher learning.  Jupiter is in his own house here, though in the intense and deep sign of Scorpio.  It would be apparent from this placement that he would have a broad view of the world, yet be quite fixed in his opinions.  This is a sign of a seeker of the truth.  

Superficial knowledge is not enough for him and he would be inclined to dig deep looking for the answers to the mysteries of life.  He may be drawn to Egypt or to the ideas of previous civilisations such as Atlantis of Ancient Egypt.  

He would probably make a good archeologist or investigator.  He not only seeks to know, but to understand as well.

Being born into the public eye.
The strongest indicator to his life in the public eye is denoted by, amongst other things, is the Sun and Moon in the 7th house of the public. 

This gives him a strong attachment to not only the home and family, but to tradition and his inheritance of his role in life. His basic instinct is to follow the tradition of the family he was born into. He will need to feel secure in his life and this is the area that will provide this for him. 

However as the Sun in his chart is challenged by a hard aspects from Mars in the 9th of beliefs and Neptune in the 12th house of institutions and behind the scenes activities, and his own undoing, he may find it difficult to meet the needs of his family and his obligations to his country. He will need to strike a balance (Libra) to bring some harmony into a life that is assigned to him at birth and over which he has little control, unless he chooses to rebel.

Travel.
He will probably travel far and wide in his lifetime with the stellium (3 or more planets) in his 9th house of travel.  

Of course, the comforts of travel also need to be taken into consideration and he would prefer not to rough it.  This is indicated by the sign of Libra being on the 9th house cusp and its ruler, Venus, lover of luxury, being placed in its own sign of Taurus the sign of comfort.

The future of the chosen one.

While the British Monarchy may consider at some time in the future that Prince William is the chosen one, he may choose not to be.  Although basically he is duty bound to his family and heritage, me hay decide to rebel and live an independent life.  I do not believe he would enjoy being King.

Should Prince Charles ever be made King of England it is likely that he will be the last reigning Monarch in British history.

It is more than likely that Prince William’s pursuit of true love will be the dominant theme of his life.  

His personal quest for happiness and to seek out his perfect partner will tend to override society’s expectations of him as heir to the throne.  If he does decide to wear the crown, it will not be for the rest of his life.  

The Monarchy will eventually collapse and should he be in the position of King at that time, he will lose the crown and most of what goes with it.

He will enjoy enormous popularity largely due to his good looks, charming manner, title and substantial wealth.  With so many beautiful women to choose from, what is a young man to do?

During October and November 2001 he may very well meet a woman who proves significant or important further down the track.  She may prove to be a valuable friend, confidante or lover.

When transiting Saturn forms an opposition from his 6th house of health to his 12th house Neptune, he may endure some illness or be hospitalised with possibly an undiagnosed condition.

This is a rather debilitating influence and can make life seem somewhat bleaker than usual.  There may be emotional difficulties to deal with at this time. 

This will cover the time period from approximately July 2002 and into August 2002, then again from December 2002 up to January 2003 and for the final time between April 2003 and May 2003.

Further down the track when Pluto is at around 24 degrees Sagittarius it will trigger off his Yod by firstly aspecting Venus the planet of love and then simultaneously conjuncts his natal Neptune in the 12th house of hospitals, behind the scenes activities and his undoing.  It is possible that he would marry at this time but it is unlikely to be one made in heaven. 

There is an enormous focus on his love affairs between the ages of 24 to 26 and I specifically think that he will marry around age 25. He will experience such a strong attraction towards someone at this time and possibly feel consumed by the intensity of love he experiences. More than likely it will be a stormy liaison though he will grow through the experience.  

He may have some health problems also around this time, due to an unhealthy eating plan or overindulgence, or excessive intake of rich or sweet foods or drink.  His weight is likely to be a problem and he could become quite heavy.

Within two years of the marriage taking place he will father his first child.

It is during this time that he may make some irrevocable decisions about his life and his future.  

Overall this spans the time from approximately February 2005 and up until the time it makes its final aspect to conjunct his Ascendant in December 2007. He will feel compelled to take certain action at this time and it will be for the better. In the period while his Ascendant is being aspected he will undergo a major transformation in either his life, appearance or other major way that will completely alter his future course. 

He could now lose the weight he gained over the previous year or two, or perhaps grow his hair or a beard.  

Within the space of just a few months Pluto will then make another hard aspect to his natal Sun in 7th house of marriage and partnerships and his relationship with the public.  

There may very well be an attack on his life at this time or he is somehow forced into a situation that he is not entirely happy about. There could also be a death in the family around this time. This covers the time period of approximately January 2008 up to July 2008.  

Pluto retrogrades during this time and is then in operation from November 2008 up to January 2009.  This aspect recurs just once more during August 2009 until November 2009.

Another difficult aspect follows where Pluto also opposes his natal Moon in Cancer, this is more than likely to indicate the loss of a family member or some other type of emotional shock or upset. The time frame for this is during January and February 2010, later during May and June 2010 and again in November and December 2010. 

As if that weren’t enough, his Progressed Mars reaches the midpoint of his Saturn and Pluto.  

This is another aspect denoting potential danger, via assault or violence and he may be placed in a situation where he has to fight for his life.
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
